Treasurer’s Report: Donna Bolla was absent but emailed the Treasurer’s Report as of August 31, 2012. Total Assets and Liabilities equaled $78,438.26. The Profit and Loss Operating statement for April through August 2012 included Total Income of $2,386.00 and Total Expenses of $6,303.60 for a net income of [$3,917.60]. Donna also presented the Profit and Loss Statement for the Spring Show, which showed Total Income of $124,450.50 and Total Expense of $108,530.94 for a Net Income of $15,919.56. Donna then distributed a Profit and Loss Budget Performance Analysis for April 2012 through August 2012 which showed to date an actual Net Income of $13,379.96 vs. a budgeted $14,726.60 for a net loss of [$1,346.64]. Last, she presented Check Detail for the month of August 2012.     
Calendar Review: Cory Soltau will forward to Cindy Silvani as soon as possible the list of nominees for the upcoming BOD Election so that it can be published in the upcoming Newsletter. In addition, there are two write-in nominees who are not club members, and who are ineligible as candidates until their membership is confirmed.

Awards Banquet:  No report—Debbie Compilli was absent.
Breed Awareness/Public Relations/Horse Faire: Anne Wheeler needs volunteers for Golden Gate Fields Sunday, September 9th both morning and afternoon. Anne would like people to arrive by 11 A.M. pat Hendershot motioned that the contents of the tip jar be donated to Horse’s Honor and to the Horsemen’s Distress Fund in alternating years. High Point Program:  Tracey Seals has received 10 entries to date; the number seems low compared to last year to date. Coke asked for volunteers to present ribbons at the Fall Show, and Jill Mitchell volunteered to find people to help.
